
The City of Cape Town regrets to inform residents and road users that 
the current construction contract for infrastructure upgrades along 
Govan Mbeki Road in Gugulethu has been terminated. 
The City has taken this step following an in-depth review of the 
contractor’s performance. A replacement tender will be advertised in 
the coming months in line with the City’s procurement processes. 

What this means 

• All construction activities linked to this contract have ceased. 
• A new tender process is underway and a new contractor will be 

appointed upon its completion. 
• The City will inform the public as soon as construction is ready to 

resume.
